Les auteur.e.s sont invité.e.s a soumettre leurs articles et leurs chroniques de fouille au plus
tard e 30 mai 2026. Les contributions recues aprés cette date seront examinées pour le
numéro de I’année suivante.

Preparations for the forthcoming issue of Anatolia Antiqgua (XXXIV) are now underway, with
publication scheduled for November 2026.

Anatolia Antiqua, the annual scientific journal of the Institut frangais d'études anatoliennes
(IFEA), is dedicated to archaecology and covers a broad range of disciplines from fieldwork to
various themes related to cultural heritage including archacometry and materials science. The
journal consists of two sections; the first features peer-reviewed scientific articles, while the
second, Chronicles of Archaeological Works in Turkey, presents reports on archaeological
excavations and studies conducted across Turkey and its neighboring regions, encompassing a
chronological span from prehistory to the modern era.

Submitted articles must be original, unpublished works, and will be evaluated by the
international scientific committee, assisted by the journal's editorial board. The committee's
decisions regarding acceptance or rejection are sovereign.

Scholars whose research aligns with the journal's scope are invited to submit their
manuscripts in either French or English. Submissions must adhere to the journal's publishing
guidelines, available at: (https://journals.openedition.org/anatoliaantiqua/429).

Authors are requested to submit their articles and excavation reports no later than May 30,
2026. Submissions received after this deadline will be considered for the following year’s
issue. The decisions regarding the acceptance or rejection of articles, as determined by the
scientific committee and the editorial board, will be announced beginning June 15, 2026.
Prospective authors are encouraged to contact the editorial board prior to submitting their
manuscripts.
